I am a constituent of yours in (town, state) and I am writing today to express my support for [H.R. 1304,/S. 449], the Free Speech Protection Act, introduced by [Representative Peter King/Senator Arlen Specter], and to ask that you add your support to this important piece of legislation as a cosponsor.
